Un PHRASAL VERB, es un verbo compuesto formado por la combinacion de un verbo y una
particula gramatical, es decir, un adverbio o una preposicion, o incluso por un verbo seguido por un
adverbio y una preposicion. EJEMPLO:

1. Get on | Subir/montarse
The bus was full. We couldn’t get on.
El autobus estaba completo, no pudimos subirnos.

2. Come back | Volver a algun lugar
Sally is leaving tomorrow and coming back on Saturday.
Sally se va mafana y vuelve el sabado.

3. Turn round | Cambiar de direccidn, girarse
When | touched him on the shoulder, he turned round.
Cuando le toqué en el hombro, él se giro.
